The CA23117 COST Action announces the opening of a Call for 5 STSMs for ARTISTIC ACTIVITY to support the Working Groups activities and the preparation of the Deliverables of the CIRCUL’ARTs CA23117 COST ACTION.

This Call is limited to only ARTISTICALLY oriented STSMs related to the Working Groups activities of the Action. The applications of these STSMs should follow all the rules and guidelines of the COST and therefore, the STSMs involve artistic research in any country different from the country of residence of the applicant. The hosting organisation/institution should provide the applicant with an appropriate Invitation Letter mentioning dates, venue and their will to host the STSM awardee. The STSM duration should be minimum 1 week and maximum 2 months, and they should be completed by the end of August 2026. The budget of each STSM (to cover all relevant STSM-expenses including travel and accommodation) should be proportionally adequate to the timeframe of the respective STSM, but in any case, due to the limitations of the Action’s Budget, the maximum STSM Grant  should not exceed the maximum of 2500 euros .
All STSM-applicants have first to register to a Working Group of the Action via the eCOST. Then, they should submit their STSM application through the eCOST system (https://e-services.cost.eu/activity/grants) uploading all the necessary documents: Application+CV+Invitation Letter+Description of the artistic research (following the instructions in the above webpage). 

In addition, the applicants are requested to contact the respective Working Group Leaders to discuss their artistic ideas for the STSM, and respectively request the support of the WG Leaders for their selection.

The outcome of each STSM is expected to be an artistic output (film, photo, literary text/ story) including visual and textual elements (including a small descriptive text that details the work and the production process that is compulsory). This deliverable will be published on the CIRCUL’ARTs COST Action website and possibly in a publication, but it can be also published and/or exhibited by the author in any other place by mentioning that it was funded and is part of our COST Action deliverables.

Depending on the quality of the outcome and the Action’s budget framework, the author/STSM-awardee might be invited to present the work in future CIRCUL’ARTS COST Action meetings with their travel costs supported by the Action.
